our community.  For a City 

of our size we have one of 

the most outstanding pro-

grams and collections in 

the area.  It is, however, in 

danger of program reduc-

tions due to budget cuts in 

this time of historic eco-

nomic challenge. 

The current annual budget 

for the Campbell Histori-

cal Museum & Ainsley 

House is $280,000.  The 

City has committed to 

funding of $150,000; The 

Museums and Foundation  

fund the balance so that 

programs will continue 

to be available so that 

staff might share our 

rich history with future 

generations and visi-

tors.  In the current eco-

nomic climate this con-

tinues to be a challenge 

for both the City and 

the Foundation.  For 

that reason we are 

reaching out and asking 

those that value educa-

tion, history, culture 

and the importance of 

understanding oneôs 

roots to support the ef-

forts of the Museum 

and the Foundation by 

joining the Museum as 

a member and, if you 

can, provide a one-time 

or commit to an annual 

amount of support so 

that funding can be se-

cured for the future.
